     When you do your chores, do you do the best 
job you can? When you’re volunteering for 
charity, do you mess around instead of doing 
everything you can to help? 
     In Colossians 3:23 Paul tells us to work with 
all of our hearts as if we are working for the Lord 
and not man. The NIV says, “as working for the 
Lord not for human masters,”. Think about that! 
When you are doing something, do you do the 
task as if God was the one to ask you to do it?  
     Do you do what is asked of you “heartily” as 
the NASB has it? Heartily is synonymous with 
sincerely, eagerly and enthusiastically. I mean, I 
know it’s hard to be enthusiastic about cleaning 
your room, for sure. It’s hard for us, as humans, 
not to consider our feelings when we do things. 
If we really don’t want to do something we either 
don’t or we may grumble about it. However, 
when we are following the Lord’s commands as 
we should, serving him should be our most 
heartfelt action.  
     “Slaves, in all things obey those who are your masters 
on earth, not with external service, as those who merely 
please men but with sincerity of heart, fearing the Lord. 
Whatever you do, do your work heartily as for the Lord 
rather than for men, knowing that from the Lord you will 
receive the reward of inheritance. It is the Lord Christ 
whom you serve.” Colossians 3:22-24
